The Washington College Grant covers 100% of tuition and fees at 
the state’s public colleges. By matching the award for students at 
independent campuses to the highest level, students could borrow 
or work less. More than half of students who are affected are Black, 
Indigenous, or people of color—and more than a quarter are over 25.

Recently, the maximum award was the same for a Washington student 
no matter if they attended UW, WSU, or an independent university in 
Washington. This is no longer the case.
